Due to
the geographic location of West Bengal and the prevailing
socio-economic scenario of the region, West Bengal has
become a major transit point in the movement of the illicit
wildlife and its articles.

The Wildlife Wing of the West Bengal Forest Department,
in coordination with other enforcement agencies like the
Wildlife Crime Control Bureau, the Police Department,
Customs authorities, etc. keeps a strict vigil to prevent
